1. Introduction  
 
As an urban county entitlement, Cumberland County receive an annual allocation of Community Block 
Development Grants (CBDG) and Home Investment Partnerships Program (HOME) funding from the US 
Department of Housing and Urban Development.  Cumberland County is required to prepare and submit a 
five-year consolidated housing and community development plan.  The required components of the plan 
are described in CFR 24 Part 91 and include a consolidated strategic plan and a one-year action plan.  The 
purpose of the 2015-2020 Consolidated Plan is to identify the Countyôs housing, homelessness and 
community development needs, establish priorities and objectives, and develop a strategy for addressing 
the priority needs over the five year period.  
 
In response, Cumberland County convened a county-wide strategic planning process that included the 
input of governmental, nonprofit, business, and other community partners, as well as members of the 
public.  The attached Five (5) Year Consolidated Plan for 2015-2020 and the 2015 Annual Plan resulting 
from this effort is based on the foundation of providing affordable, safe, decent housing to low-moderate 
income citizens, homeless people or those at risk of homelessness, and people from special needs 
populations.  Additionally, it offers a plan to provide services to these populations and to build on the 
existing community assets throughout the cities and neighborhoods of our county. 
 
2. Summary of the objectives and outcomes identified in the Plan Needs Assessment Overview  
 
Homelessness 
Over the next five years, Cumberland County will pursue goals and objectives to benefit the homeless that 
include increasing the number of units of transitional, permanent supportive and affordable housing; 
explore and promote a facility to provide support services, referrals and resources to homeless individuals; 
rental and utility assistance to help prevent homelessness and to reduce homeless population and increase 
chances for sustained independence.    
 
Non-Housing Community Development 
Over the next five years, Cumberland County will pursue goals and objectives to provide assistance to low 
income persons with medical and/or health care services increase community awareness of available 
transportation services and resources to address infrastructure concerns in the smaller towns and 
coordinate with other county departments and agencies to address the water, sewer and drainage issues 
and promote economic development. 
 
3. Evaluation of past performance  
 
In the 2013 Program year, the Cumberland County met annual objectives in the areas of: 

a. Rehabilitate 15 owner-occupied units and 2 rental units; 
b. Make available educational literature to at least 100 households that may be potentially affected by 

lead-based paint; 
c. Provide funding to programs that will assist 25 disabled persons; 
d. Provide financial stability for local homeless initiatives to eliminate gaps in services by setting aside 

at least 25% of the Public Services annual allocation for homeless activities; 
e. Working with human services agencies to maximize use, coordination, and delivery of human 

services for 1000 residents; 
f. Increase awareness of fair housing law for 5 providers serving minorities and special populations 

groups 
g. Eliminate blight on spot basis through demolition / clearance activities of one facility; and 
h. Due to lack of qualified applicants for the first time homebuyer program, this objective was not met, 

however the program design is being adjusted in order to improve marketability. 
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4. Summary of citizen participation process and consultation process  
 
Presentations of the five-year consolidated planning process were made during the period of February and 
March 2015 to the towns within Cumberland County jurisdiction. Consultations were held with a wide 
variety of representatives from non profits, agencies, governmental entities and private sector.  Residents 
were notified of meetings through public service announcements, media notices, flyers distributed 
throughout the areas.  Cumberland County posted online surveys for the public and service agencies in 
order to obtain feedback.  
  
5. Summary of public comments  
 
During the citizen participation process, the public comments received from the surveys addressed five 
major needs:   
 

a. affordable housing; 
b. housing and services for the homeless, elderly and recent prison releases; 
c. water and sewer improvement; 
d. transportation services; and 
e. address and develop plan for vacant and abandoned buildings. 

  
6. Summary of comments or views not accepted and the reasons for not accepting them  
 
Comments received through the citizen participation process were considered in the preparation of the 
proposed Consolidated Plan.  Public comments will be considered and, as appropriate, adjustments will be 
made to the final document. 
 
7. Summary  
 
Cumberland County has made strong progress on the goals of expanding affordable housing opportunities 
for its low- and moderate income citizens.  Because the County has a strong military presence, the fluidity 
of the military population and the subsequent housing market ensures that affordable housing will remain 
an issue for years to come.   
 
Cumberland County will continue to pursue public-private partnerships to continue in our efforts to develop 
housing and services to meet the needs of the most vulnerable members of the community.  In partnership 
with other governmental agencies, including Fayetteville government; nonprofits; the developer and real 
estate community; businesses; and concerned citizens, the County will continue to take steps to create 
decent, safe, affordable housing for families and individuals.  Additionally, the County will work to provide 
supportive services to those special populations that may find access to specialized care more difficult to 
obtain. 
 
Through its work with the Continuum of Care on Homelessness, the County will also support the goal of 
reducing homelessness to include identifying the factors that lead to homelessness and providing the 
necessary components that addresses these issues.  
  
By tapping into the human and geographic assets of its community, Cumberland County can work to 
ensure that all citizens have an opportunity to be independent, productive members of the community living 
stable lives.

1. Introduction  
 
The County works closely with public and assisted housing providers to identify funds and potential county-
owned properties that can be donated to housing providers.  Additionally, through periodic meetings with 
developers, affordable housing providers, and representatives from various public services agencies, the 
Community Development Department seeks to identify opportunities for collaboration. The County also 
works through its planning departments on zoning, planning, and unified ordinance issues to facilitate the 
development of housing.   
Through the consultation process, the County has worked with numerous private and governmental health, 
mental health, and service agencies to find opportunities to coordinate the support of residents of low-
income and affordable housing (please see complete list of providers consulted below.) Through surveys 
and interviews, the feedback of 59 community partners was gathered.  Insights and feedback from these 
health care and service provider partners is critical to maximizing the level of services available to our 
target families.  These providers will be integrally involved in the implementation of this consolidated plan. 
 
Further, through the work of the Cumberland County Continuum of Care on Homelessness (CoC), the 
County will be involved in the piloting of a coordinated intake form as a standardized tool for intake and 
referral of homeless and at risk of homeless people.  The tool will help to coordinate services and is 
designed to keep clients from ñfalling through the cracksò as they seek services and support.  The CoC is 
excited about this initiative as sees it as the first step in bringing together service providers in a cohesive 
and coordinated way to provide coordinated services.  Further, this coordinated approach will help 
maximize resources and not duplicate services.

Describe coordination with the Continuum of Care and efforts to address the needs of homeless 
persons (particularly chronically homeless individuals and families, fam ilies with children, 
veterans, and unaccompanied youth) and persons at risk of homelessness . 
 
The CoC works with other CoCs throughout the state, including through its work with the North Carolina 
Coalition to End Homelessness.  The CoC provides data regarding the number of and needs of homeless 
people, people at risk of homelessness, and people imminently homeless.  Allocations are based on the 
framework of needs, priorities, goals, and objectives developed through the CoCôs needs assessment and 
the Five-Year Consolidated Planning cycle, as well as other grant guidelines.  Currently, the top priorities 
include rapid rehousing, homeless prevention, emergency response, and HMIS.  Through the CoCôs 
Performance and Evaluation Committee, priorities will be evaluated at least annually.  The Committee will 
evaluate outcomes to ensure the goals of the CoC are being met.  The Homeless Management Information 
System (HMIS) is being used by providers on a statewide level.  However, a local system administrator will 
provide training and technical assistance to users within the community in accordance to the policies and 
procedures developed by the HMIS Lead Agency.

1. Summary of citizen participation process/Efforts made to  broaden citizen participation  
Summarize citizen participation process and how it impacted goal -setting  
 
Cumberland County engaged in a robust process of including citizen participation within the Consolidated Planning Process.  A series of eight 
public meetings was held in conjunction with town council meetings in the 8 county towns:  Eastover, Falcon, Godwin, Hope Mills, Linden, 
Spring Lake, Stedman, and Wade.  Residents were notified of the meetings through Public Service Announcements, media notices, flyers and 
notices distributed throughout the region in governmental, nonprofit, service provider, and commercial locations.  Flyers were also provided in 
locations near the proposed beneficiaries of programs, including places of worship and organizations offering support and services to low-
income or disabled persons. The minority community was also targeted through organizations and publications serving their communities.  
 Additionally, the county utilized email and regular mailing lists to notify interested citizens and agencies of the upcoming meetings.  For those 
unable to attend the meetings, the county posted online surveys for the public and for service agencies to offer their feedback.  The County will 
provide the public the opportunity to review and comment on the proposed Con Plan through its display at 10 public locations, including 
government offices and public libraries.

Needs Assessment Overview  
 
A strong need for housing that is affordable, decent, and safe is clearly evident, particularly for the 
extremely-low and very low-income populations.  Outside of Fayetteville city limits, Cumberland County, 
North Carolina has experienced a decrease of 11% in the population as well as a 2% decrease in the total 
number of households (both due in large part to annexation) according to the most recent CHAS Data 
available. According to CHAS, the population of Cumberland County not including Fayetteville is 116,373, 
and the median household income has increased by approximately 20% in Cumberland County to 
$42,968.  In 2013, median income had risen to $45,321 for the entire county, vs. $44,900 in Fayetteville 
alone. Approximately 17% of county residents are living below the poverty line and the unemployment rate 
as of December 2014 was 6.1%.  
 
Despite significant growth in median household income, low to moderate-income households continue to 
experience housing problems largely associated with cost burden.  Housing cost burden greater than 30% 
most frequently impacts small-related households earning 80% of AMI or less. This problem also 
disproportionately impacts those households with individuals ages 62 and older. Families in households 
that rent also experience cost burden more frequently than homeowners indicating a need for more 
affordable rental housing options.  
 
Among particular subpopulations, single people, often elderly, comprise over half of the 600 waitlist for 
public housing.  The 2015 Point in Time count counted 503 single individuals as homeless.    
 
Currently 121 disabled families reside in public housing, and 374 disabled families receive housing 
vouchers.  One shelter serving domestic violence victims estimates serving approximately 350-400 families 
annually. 
 
Over 75% of those in the 30-50% HUD Area Median Income (AMI) and 63% of those in the 0-30% AMI 
level report one or more household problems, which include homes (1) without a complete kitchen or (2) 
without complete plumbing facilities, (3)  that contain more than 1 person per room, and/or (4) pay more 
than 30% of their income to cover housing expenses.   Severe housing problems, defined to include (1) 
and (2) above along with containing more than 1.5 people per room and/or paying more than 50% of their 
income on housing, also significantly affect extremely low and very-low income groups. 
 
The charts below offer a snapshot of those groups disproportionately affected by (defined as greater than 
10% of the average for all groups) housing or severe housing problems, including housing cost burden. 
The three smallest racial/ethnic populations in Cumberland County had the highest percentage of 
disproportionately greater financial housing burden. These are the Asian, American Indian/Alaska Native, 
and Pacific Islander populations.  
 
The CPD maps contained within the Appendix show that several areas experiencing the most severe 
housing problems include the area to the east of Pope Air Field, the northeast and northwest sections of 
Spring Lake, and the southeastern part of Hope Mills.

Describe the number and type of single person households in need of housing assistance.  
 
According to 2010 Census Data, approximately 23% of Cumberland County households are single-person 
occupied outside of Fayetteville City limits and the . Information provided through public housing authority 
indicates that there are more than 600 applicants on a waitlist for public housing and more than half of 
those applicants are waiting for single bedroom units at this time. 
 
The 2015 Point in Time Count conducted by the Cumberland County Continuum of Care revealed that 503 
single individuals were counted as homeless.  Approximately 65% were African Americans, and 30% were 
Whites.  Among households without children, 28% were identified as chronically homeless of which 96% 
were unsheltered.  Among the chronically homeless population, 20% of persons have been identified with a 
mental illness and 21% with substance abuse. 
 
Estimate the number and type of families in need of housing assistance who are disabled or 
victims of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault and stalking.  
 
The most recent data available from the Cumberland County indicates that there are currently 121 disabled 
families residing in public housing and 374 disabled families receiving housing vouchers. Of the families 
residing in public housing, 784 families have requested handicap accessibility features for the housing units 
they reside in.   One local official felt that the regionôs housing was ñyears behind in complianceò with the 
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), due to a lack of knowledge of the rights and requirements of the 
ADA. 
 
Interviews with local nonprofit domestic violence centers revealed that the local womenôs shelter has 300-
450 cases annually, housing approximately 30 victims of domestic violence monthly. The 2014 Point in 
Time Count conducted by the CoC revealed that 37 adults counted as homeless were victims of domestic 
violence.  
 
A fall, 2014 survey of area providers of services to low-income and homeless individuals and families found 
that agencies reported serving 16 victims of domestic violence; 39 people who had AIDS/HIV; 1,059 
mentally ill people; and 906 with substance abuse disorders.  It is possible that some of these clients 
received services from more than one agency, thus leading to some double-counting issues, but the data 
gives a sense of the dimensions of each subpopulationôs need. 
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What are the most common housing problems?  
 
The most common housing problems experienced by households in Cumberland County consists of 
substandard housing unit, households that are overcrowded, housing cost burden greater than 50% of 
income as well as housing cost burden greater than 30% of income.  
Of those households in Cumberland County earning 100% of the HAMFI or less, approximately 25.5% 
have one of the four common housing problems with cost burden exceeding 30% of AMI being the most 
frequent issue of concern.  
  
Are any populations/household types more affected than others by these problems?  
 
Housing cost burden greater than 30% most frequently impacts small-related households earning 80% of 
AMI or less. This problem also disproportionately impacts those households with individuals ages 62 and 
older. Families in households that rent also experience cost burden more frequently than homeowners 
indicating a need for more affordable rental housing options.  
  
 
Describe the characteristics and needs of Low -income individuals and families with children 
(especially extremely low -income) who are currently housed but are at imminent risk of either 
residing in shelters or becoming unsheltered 91.205(c)/91.305(c)). Also discuss the needs of 
formerly homeless families and individuals who are receiving  rapid re -housing assistance and are 
nearing the termination of that assistance  
 
Individuals and families with children who are housed but at risk of residing in shelters or becoming 
unsheltered include many single parent households with heads of households earning less than 50% of 
HAFMI. It is difficult to estimate how many families in Cumberland County are ñdoubled-upò (families living 
with extended family or friends on a temporary basis) however; these families are at an increased risk of 
homelessness and are most commonly single mothers with young children. Other characteristics of 
families who are at imminent risk of facing homelessness include those who are recently unemployed or 
underemployed.  
  
According to results of the 2015 Point in Time Count, there were 146 members of households with children 
residing in emergency, seasonal, or transitional housing at the time of the count.  
  
Formerly homeless families and individuals who received rapid re-housing assistance require further 
assistance obtaining permanent housing solutions, financial management counseling, full-time employment 
with a living wage, reliable transportation, and long-term case management.   
  
Many low- and extremely low-income families at imminent risk of homelessness need more housing 
options, especially for mothers with children, as well as employment opportunities.  The City of 
Fayettevilleôs Transit Department has extended service, but because the City and County are so spread 
out, it is difficult to provide service to people in rural areas.  The lack of transportation affects these familiesô 
ability to get to their jobs. 
  
Hunger is also an issue for families with low or extremely low income.  The county offers many different 
food banks, including those associated with the Salvation Army, Second Harvest, and various churches, as 
well as a ñBackpack Buddiesò program for students.

(ii) Does not have sufficient resources or support networks immediately available to prevent them from 

moving to an emergency shelter AND  
(iii) Meets one of the following conditions:  
(A) Has moved because of economic reasons 2 or more times during the 60 days; OR  
(B) Is living in the home of another because of economic hardship; OR  
(C) Has been notified that their right to occupy their current housing or living situation will be terminated 

within 21 days; OR  
(D) Lives in a hotel or motel and the cost is not paid for by charitable organizations or by Federal, State, or 

local government programs for low-income individuals; OR  
(E) Lives in an SRO or efficiency apartment in which there reside more than 2 persons or lives in a larger 

housing unit in which there reside more than 1.5 persons per room; OR  
(F)  Is exiting a publicly funded institution or system of care; OR  
(G) Otherwise lives in housing that has characteristics associated with instability and an increased risk of 

homelessness. 
  
Specify particular housing characteristics that have been linked with instability and an increased risk of 
homelessness. 
 
There are a variety of housing characteristics that have been linked with instability and an increased risk of 
homelessness. Individuals and families who have annual incomes less than 30% of the median family 
income could be at an increased risk of homeless.  Other factors linked with increased risks for 
homelessness include loss of employment or inability to find employment, mental illness, credit issues, 
domestic abuse, disabilities, and struggles with addiction.  Within a military community, veteransô  
experiences may bring other dimensions of instability, including post-traumatic stress disorder, family 
tensions, and physical disabilities that limit oneôs earning capacity. 
 
Additionally, substandard housing exacts a physical, emotional, and economic cost on families that can 
promote instability.  A May, 2011 study by the Center for Housing Policy suggests that affordable, decent, 
and safe housing can limit exposure to neurotoxins, allergens, and other dangers; increase family stability; 
reduce stress; reduce risky behaviors, and improve health outcomes.[1]  A North Carolina study estimates 
that a conservative estimate of total costs due to substandard housing-attributable childhood illnesses, 
injuries, diseases and disabilities among North Carolinaôs children is nearly $95 million (in 2006 dollars.)[2]   
  
Discussion  
The data for the number of children in households was calculated through a combination of cross-
referencing of 2010 Census Data, CHAS Data, the 2013 American Community Survey data and the small 
and large family household data provided within IDIS.  Assumptions were based on the share of children 
under 6 in the overall population at large, and distributions by renter and owner income categories.  These 
distributions were adjusted somewhat to account for the differences in age distribution between Fayetteville 
and the other cities of the county.

Assess the need of any racial or ethnic group that has disproportionately greater need in 
comparison to the needs of that category of need as a whole.  
 
Introduction  
 
A large percentage of extremely low- income and very low-income households in the Cumberland County 
experience one or more housing problems, with over 75% of those in the 30-50% median income level and 
63% of those in the 0-30% median income level reporting one or more housing problems. Household 
problems are those households occupying units without a complete kitchen or complete plumbing facilities, 
those that contain more than 1 person per room and/or pay more than 30% of their income to cover 
housing expenses. The percentage of household problems encountered may vary based on ethnicity/race.  
 
Therefore, an ethnic/racial group is considered to have a disproportionately greater number of housing 
problems when the percentage of people in an ethnic group reporting housing problems exceed the 
percentage for all ethnic/racial groups as a whole by ten percentage points. Since the percentage of 
household problems can vary by income, households have been divided by median income to determine 
ethnic/racial groups with a disproportionately greater number of problems. The statistics for this 
assessment are based on the HUD CHAS 2007-2011 census data for Cumberland County.

0%-30% of Area Median Income  
 
There are 4,677 households in the 0%-30% median income level, with 82.45% of this economic population report 
housing problems or no income for housing and 63.12% reporting one or more housing problems. The American 
Indian/Alaska Native populations, who together comprise 2.33% of this income population, have a disproportionately 
greater number of problems with 90.83% of the American Indian/Alaska Native population reporting at least one 
housing problem. Additionally, 19.33% of the 0%-30% median income population as a whole reported no income, or 
negative income to be their sole housing problem, compared to 75% of the Asians who reported no income or 
negative income to be their only housing problem. NOTE:  Those who reported no income to be their only housing 
problem, were not included in the groups reporting at least one housing problem.

There are 4,483 households in the 30%-50% median income level with 75.4% of this population as a whole reporting 
one or more housing problems.

The 0%-30%, 30%-50%, and 50%-80% median income groups, comprising 81% of the 0%-100% median income 
populations, and all three have Asian populations with disproportionately greater housing problems. The Asian group, 
with 270 people, has the second smallest ethnic population in the 0%-100% median income groups. Asians 
compromise 1.34% of the 0%-100% of median income population. Blacks in the 50%-80% economic group have the 
highest number in a disproportionately housing problem group with 1,298 reporting one or more housing problems.

By contrast, only 5.6% of the 80-100% median income 
group reported problems. Severe household problems are those households occupying units without a 
complete kitchen or complete plumbing facilities, those that contain more than 1.5 persons per room and/or 
pay more than 50% of their income to cover housing expenses.

This population compromises 23.22% of the 0% - 100% median income population. There are 4,679 
households in the 0% - 30% median income population, with 53.39% reporting severe housing problems. 
The American Indian/Alaska Native population had a disproportionately greater number of severe housing 
problems, with 64.22% reporting at least one severe housing problem. Additionally, 19.32% of the 0% -

One of the household problems is the financial burden created 
by those households in the 0-100% of the median income range who pay more than 30% of their income to 
cover housing expenses. The percentage of cost-burdened households may vary based on ethnicity/race. 
An ethnic/racial population is considered to have a disproportionately greater number of housing problems 
when the percentage of people in an ethnic/racial population reporting housing problems exceed the 
percentage for all ethnic/racial populations as a whole by ten percentage points.

Cumberland County as a whole, with 42,054 households had an average of 32.08% of the population 
reporting no income or a financial burden of 30% or more of their income required for housing expenses.

The Asian population had the highest percentage affected by no income 
or negative income. The American Indian population in the 0-30% income group had the highest 
percentage reporting one or more housing problems.  A high percentage of the Asian population reported 
no income or negative income as a problem. Also, a high percentage of the Asians and American Indian/ 
Alaska Native population reported severe housing problems. 100% of Pacific Islanders reported a financial 
housing burden requiring 30-50% of their income. Additionally, approximately 64% of the Blacks and 
Hispanics in the 50-80% median income group reported one or more housing problems.

Discussions with government and other agency officials and citizen needs surveys suggest that families 
experiencing housing problems, including housing cost, also experience difficulties in obtaining enough 
food for their families, as well as adequate health and especially mental health care.

One area that has a high concentration of housing problems is the downtown Spring Lake area.  
Additionally, according to our CPD county maps the largest share of Asian population is west of downtown 
Fayetteville; near Fort Bragg; to the east of Eastover.  In the West Fayetteville, the largest concentration of 
American Indian/Alaska Native residents is east of downtown Fayetteville.  The largest concentration of 
Black or African-American residents is within the downtown Fayetteville, the Bonnie Doone and Massey Hill 
areas.  In the Spring Lake area, the largest concentration of Native Hawaiian/Pacific Islander residents is in 
Spring Lake.  In the pockets of Western Fayetteville, the largest concentration of people identifying as 
Some Other Race is to the west of downtown Fayetteville, Western Fayetteville, the Bonnie Doone area.  
The largest concentration of White residents are in Eastover, pockets of Western Fayettevile, and the 
Falcon, Godwin, and Linden areas.  The largest concentration of people of two or more races is scattered 
throughout the county, including Hope Mills, west of Fort Bragg, Western Fayetteville, and Bonnie Doone.   
The largest concentration of persons of Hispanic/Latino ethnicity are in areas to the northeast and 
southwest of Bonnie Doone, in the downtown Fayetteville area, and throughout Western Fayetteville, 
Spring Lake, and Hope Mills.

Count reported a 32% decrease in households with children and a 14% decrease in households with veterans.

According to 2015 PIT Count african americans make up the largest portion of homeless populations at 
65%%.

Households without children make up the largest portion of unsheltered and sheltered homeless 
population.  Among the households without children, 28% (123) were identified as chronically homeless of 
which 96% (119) were unsheltered.  
 
Discussion  
 
The 2015 PiT Count shows that the homeless populations with the greatest need are "chronically 
homeless" persons.  Among the chronically homeless populations 20% of persons have been identified 
with a mental illness and 21% with substance abuse.  The PiT Count also shows a decrease 
homelessness among the veteran population due to an increase in available permanent housing options 
and supportive services designated for veterans.

For 2015, the BAH for Fort Bragg and Pope Air Force Base ranges from $1,161 to $1,947 monthly for a 
family with dependents (based on rank).[1]  As a result, housing costs for the rest of the City remain 
relatively inflated.  Further, much of the housing growth tends to be new housing aimed at the military 
market and its middle-class and upper middle-class salaries. 
 
Of the 14,384 rental properties in Table 29, 12,682 (88%) are considered affordable to those making below 
the area median income.  By contrast, 67% of the City of Fayettevilleôs rental properties are affordable to 
those earning less than the area median income.  However, Table 30 shows that only 7.5% of rentals are

Describe the number and targeting (income level/type of family served) of units assisted with 
federal, state, and local programs.  
 
The Appendix provides information regarding 27 developments offering government-subsidized permanent 
housing to low-income people, including information on income levels served; the type of clients served; 
and wait lists.  
 
The analysis identified 4,148 units of AFFORDABLE HOUSING, of which 869, or 21%, were available to 
those earning less than the 30% median income established by HUD.  Approximately 150 of those units 
are TARGETED to people with disabilities. 
 
Another 1,530 units were available to individuals or families within the 40%-60% of median income range, 
and another 236 were available to individuals, families, or elderly (including elderly with disabilities) people 
within the 40%-60% of median income range. 
 
Seventy nine units (without income guidelines) are TARGETED to people with disabilities, including 12 
units for homeless people or families with disabilities.  Another 104 units (without income guidelines) 
are TARGETED to elderly people. 
 
Most housing developments serve more than one type of client.  The table below shows that waiting lists 
predominate housing for singles, singles with developmental or physical disabilities, and couples.  Twenty 
of the housing developments have wait lists, ranging from 1-2 weeks to three years.

Sixteen developments have expiration dates for funding, beginning as soon as 2017 and extending as far 
as 2034.  As Table 1 shows, this will lead to the loss of 1,070 units.

The military population is very dynamic and fluid, contributing to the approximately 30,000 people moving 
into and an additional 30,000 people moving out of the County every year.    Each in-migration and out-
migration represents approximately 10% of the countyôs population.  Within those totals are approximately 
2,000 foreign people moving into Cumberland and 2,000 other foreign people moving out of the county 
each year.

In 2014, of the 847 new home listings, no new homes were constructed in the $<99,999 price range, 
according to the Fayetteville Regional Association of Realtors.  As a result, the smallest available supply of 
existing homes is in the $<74,999 market (4.98 months).  Of 4,431 closings of existing homes in 2014, 
1,300 (29%)  were in the $<74,999 category.  The next highest number of closings of existing homes, 554 
in the $100-124,999 range, is less than half. 
 
 
Describe the need for specific types of housing  
 
As stated above, there are fewer available homes within the $<74,999 inventory range than any other 
segment of the market.  Of the 847 new home listings in 2014, only 33 (3.9%) sold for under $150,000.  
Units for individuals are needed.  Despite the addition of over 642 units through the Hope VI-funded 
Carolina Commons (249 replaced torn-down housing), a public housing waiting list of 600 applicants still 
exists.  Over half of those on the waiting list are single individuals, often elderly applicants, who today 
comprise 9.7% of the Cityôs population.  Additionally, with the growth of single individuals among the 
homeless population, more housing will be needed to meet their needs.  
 
Nearly 1,800 families currently have Section 8 or VASH vouchers, and the wait list for Section 8 vouchers 
has been closed for several years. 
 
At the same time, 89% of the imminent or at-risk for homelessness population is comprised for family, 
underscoring the need for more family housing. 
 
 
Discussion  
 
The County already faces a housing shortage, and the smaller percentage of renter-occupied units with 3+ 
bedrooms results in a tighter housing supply for larger families.

Is there sufficient housing for households at all income levels?  
 
Of the 14,384 rental properties in Table 29, 12,682 (88%) are considered affordable to those making below 
the area median income, reflecting the market reality that those with higher incomes may choose to 
purchase homes.  By contrast, 67% of the City of Fayettevilleôs rental properties are affordable to those 
earning less than the area median income.  However, Table 30 shows that only 7.5% of rentals are 
affordable to those making 30% or less of the area median income, with 24.3% affordable to those families 
making 31-50% of HAMFI, and 68.3% available to those at 80% HAMFI. 
 
Limited data is available regarding homes available for ownership to those with incomes at or below the 
area median.  Based on the data available in Table 30, over 51% are affordable to those making 100% of 
the area median income, with 36% available to those at 80% HAMFI and only 13% available to those 
making 31-50% of HAMFI.  
 
A November, 2014 study by Trulia, the online real estate listing service, defined a payment as affordable to 
the middle class if the total monthly payment, including mortgage, insurance, and property taxes, is less 
than 31% of the metro areaôs median household income.  With a $45,321 median area income, 
Cumberland families would need to pay no more than $1,171 per month.

This 
total includes 8,652 owner-occupied units and 5,144 renter-occupied units. 
 
Based on Tables 30 and 32, we assume that 88% of renter-occupied housing and 59% of owner-occupied 
housing is affordable to families with income up to the median area income.  Therefore, we estimate that 
up to 5,147 owner-occupied and 4,535 renter units may be occupied by low or moderate income families, 
or 9,682 total units.

Introduction  
 
Clearly, affordable housing is a critical need.  According to Tables 28 and 31, the median contract rent in 
Cumberland County is $639, with Fair Market Rents for a 2-bedroom apartment at $747.  In order to afford 
the $639 median contract rent and still pay less than 30% in rent (not counting utilities, etc), a family would 
have to earn over $25,500.    Per Table 23, the average income of public housing residents is $8,705. 
 
Despite the addition of 642 units, including the net addition of nearly 400 new units of housing within the 
last five years, the waiting list for FMHA public housing is currently 600 families, including over 300 
individuals, mostly elderly, seeking one-bedroom apartments.   The waiting list for housing vouchers is 
currently closed, with a five-year wait list.  The vouchers wait list has only taken applications three times in 
the last 25 years.  For over 30 years, says one official, no matter what the economy, thereôs consistently 
been a waiting list for housing.

Describe the supply of public housing developments  
  
Describe the number and physical condition of public housing units in the jurisdiction, including 
those that are participating in an approved Public Housing Agency Plan  
 
The agency manages 1,045 units of public housing, including 12 multi-family housing developments 
ranging from 32 to 642 units and 124 scattered-site homes.  Except for approximately 15-18 scattered site 
homes, all are located within the City limits.  Within this portfolio, 32 units are elderly housing, and the 
newest, largest development, Carolina Commons has 150 units of housing for handicapped individuals.  
Carolina Commons also features 36 three- and four-bedroom family homes; seven of these have been 
purchased by families. 
The Carolina Commons development, created through a combination of funding that includes Hope VI 
funds, was built on the site of the former Delona Gardens and Campbell Terrace housing areas south of 
downtown Fayetteville.  Two hundred forty nine units were razed and replaced by 642 units.   
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Carolina Commonsô preference is for working people or disabled people, as well as those people whose 
previous developments were razed for the building of Carolina Commons. 
 
Nonetheless, the supply of public housing is not adequate to meet the needs of low-income people in the 
area, as evidenced by the 300+ people on the Voucher waiting list and the 600 people on the public 
housing waiting list.  Of the 600 people, FMHA estimates that over half are for one-bedroom apartments, 
needed by elderly people and college students attracted by the $25 monthly rents.  The studentsô place in 
the queue makes it difficult for elderly people to get the housing they need, as they do not receive 
preferential treatment in the queue. 
  
All public housing has received scores of 90 or above in their most recent reviews, confirming that it is in 
very good condition.  The housing development with the lowest scores,70-year old Grove View Terrace, is 
in the process of being torn down and replaced with new construction.  Housing for seniors will likely be 
renovated or relocated to another site that offers elevator service.  The Physical Inspection Scores data 
within the HUD User database (and reported below) are slightly older and therefore reflect slightly lower 
scores for some developments.

Describe the restoration and revitalization needs of public housing units in the jurisdiction  
 
The FMHA will be tearing down and replacing the 70-year old Grove View Terrace development with new 
construction.  The Hillside Manor development, which has 32 units for elderly people, will be rehabilitated to 
support the special needs of elderly people.  Three hundred and ten units of public housing, about one third, 
were built in 1971-1972.  The FMHA will seek additional opportunities to work in public-private partnerships to 
develop more public housing through the Rental Assistance Demonstration Program (RAD). 
 
 
Describe the public housing agency's s trategy for improving the living environment of low - and 
moderate -income families residing in public housing  
 
The FMHA has very strict guidelines and security policies for its residents.  Quarterly inspections for pests, 
maintenance visits, and visits by housing management provide the authority an opportunity to ascertain that 
tenants are meeting the FMHA guidelines regarding criminal behavior and drug or alcohol abuse.  For tenants 
on probation, inspections occur on a monthly basis.  The FMHA works closely with local authorities and will 
remove tenants for serious infractions; in the late 1990s, the organization worked with local, state, and federal 
law enforcement to bring 300 people engaging in illegal activity to federal prisons.  The FMHA estimates that 
the 20+year partnership with law enforcement has led to a 95% reduction in crime levels and the severity of 
crimes committed.  Today, the authority maintains a ñtrespasserò list of 2,500 people. 
 
The scattered site detached housing is available to tenants whoôve successfully lived in public housing 
apartment for one year.  With the opportunity to maintain these houses, tenants can then take the next step to 
home ownership. 
 
 
Discussion  
 
The average income of public housing residents is $8,705, and the average income of voucher holders is 
$9,305.   Families have shown need for more food and meals assistance, including emergency assistance.   
To support these citizens in earning higher incomes, job skills development and placement assistance is also 
vital. 
Through the Rental Assistance Demonstration Program, the Housing Authority will shift from voucher units to 
more public-private partnerships, such as LIHTC housing.

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Describe mainstream  services, such as health, mental health, and employment services to the 
extent those services are use to complement services targeted to homeless persons  
 
As previously stated, Appendices provide complete listings of Emergency and Transitional Housing; 
Permanent Housing; and Related Services, while this section highlights some of those housing and service 
providers. 
  
The school system also works with 528 homeless students to enroll them in schools, provide them with 
transportation, and get them the school supplies and supports that they need.  Unaccompanied youth who 
are issued bus passes but live too far away from bus lines often find difficulty getting to school.  
The community would benefit from a Homeless Day Shelter for homeless people who must leave shelters 
during the day.  While they may utilize their daytime hours to hunt for jobs, sometimes people will stay in 
the downtown public library to stay warm, especially during the cold winter months.   Such a day center 
could provide public support programs, classes, computer access, or opportunities to rest. 
The Fayetteville City Council has made Solutions to the Problem of Homelessness a priority in its 2015-16 
goals and will seek funding for more shelters and services.  The City also hopes that the county will fund 
more emergency and transitional housing shelters. 
  
 
List and describe services and facilities that meet the needs of homeless persons, particularly 
chronically homeless individuals and families, families with children, veterans and their families, 
and unaccompanied youth.

A fall 2014 survey of agencies offering services to homeless and low-income people provided information 
regarding the clientele served and the number of clients served by subpopulation.  As the table below 
shows, 14 agencies reported working with chronically homeless people, 16 worked with families with 
children, and 9 with veterans.  The survey found that none of the organizations worked with 
unaccompanied youth or youth transitioning out of foster care.

Including the elderly, frail elderly, persons with disabilities (mental, physical, developmental), 
persons with al cohol or other drug addictions, persons with HIV/AIDS and their families, public 
housing residents and any other categories the jurisdiction may specify, and describe their 
supportive housing needs  
 
Supportive housing is critical to ensuring the success of families confronting homelessness and other 
challenges, such as mental, physical, or developmental disabilities, including those of elderly people; 
substance abuse disorders; or an HIV/AIDS diagnosis.   Individuals and families benefit from a variety of 
support services, including housing modifications and rehabilitation; medical and mental health services; 
jobs and vocation assistance; substance abuse support services; case management services; and 
educational services, including budgeting and credit counseling services. 
 
Appropriate housing first is a foundation for family success.  By Title II, jurisdictions are required to comply 
with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).  Elderly people, frail elderly people, and people with 
disabilities, including HIV/AIDS, need housing with accessible features or modifications, including 
rehabilitation of their homes.  Among 4,148 units of affordable housing analyzed, of which 869, 21%, were 
available to those earning less than the 30% median income established by HUD, approximately 150 of 
those units are targeted to people with disabilities. 
 
Another 236 units were available to individuals, families, or elderly (including elderly with disabilities) 
people within the 40%-60% of median income range.  Seventy nine units (without income guidelines) are 
targeted to people with disabilities, including 12 units for homeless people or families with disabilities.  
Another 104 units (without income guidelines) are targeted to elderly people. 
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Describe programs for en suring that persons returning from mental and physical health institutions 
receive appropriate supportive housing  
 
The region faces a shortage of programs for people returning from mental and physical health institutions.  
The Roxie Avenue Center offers some short-term treatment (30 days) and housing, but it has very limited 
capacity.  The issue is especially complex for homeless individuals who are discharged from hospital 
treatment. 
 
Discussions with government and hospital officials identified issues in connecting outpatients, especially 
those who are homeless, with long-term housing and supportive services.  The importance of supportive 
services cannot be overstated.  Said one hospital social worker, ñItôs good to build a shelter for a place to 
lay oneôs head for the night, to take someone out of the cold, but what does that do for the individual?  
Whatôs wrong with these folks?  What can we do to get them  back on their feet so they can go in the 
community as productive individuals?  How can we help them get treatment, get a job, get their GED?ò   
 
The hospital tries to develop a discharge plan and offers several services to discharged homeless patients 
to try to connect them with more housing and related services, including a program to bring discharged 
clients without identification to the sheriffôs office to obtain a criminal background check and identification 
so that they can access shelter services.  The hospital also provides references to care and tries to arrange 
housing and care for some patients, including assisted living accommodations, but sometimes finds that 
some homeless individuals prefer to remain on the streets.  In coordination with Operation Inasmuch, the 
hospital can direct patients to resources for housing deposits and other support. 
 
The hospital notes success in obtaining placement in group homes for people with HIV/AIDs.  For veterans, 
the hospital notifies the VA of veteran patients and the VA will set up services for the veteran upon 
discharge.  For some patients who need long recovery times (eg., a patient receiving cardiac surgery), the 
hospital tries to place the patient with family or may, as a last resort, place the patient in a hotel with home 
health services. 
 
One complication the hospital social work staff noted was that some patients prefer to live autonomously 
on the streets or in parks rather than in shelter, particularly if they prefer to hold onto their government 
benefits.  Oftentimes these patients return to the hospital with further complications of their condition.  One 
staff member recalled a patient who refused the hospitalsô placement services and ended up back in the 
hospital shortly after he returned to his home under a bridge.  One of his bridge ñneighborsò came to see 
him and asked the staff member, ñWhy wonôt you help him?ò  After obtaining the patientôs permission, the 
social worker explained to the neighbor that he had offered the patient placement, and the neighbor helped 
convince the man to take the housing and services for his health.

The Countyôs Community Development Department and Department of Social Services plan to manage an 
existing program that the Salvation Army is transitioning out of ï doing case management for residents of 
transitional housing that supports victims of domestic violence.  The county ran this program approximately 
12 years ago but transitioned it to the Salvation Army, which is now establishing a transitional housing 
program and did not have the capacity to manage both programs.  The County will offer case management 
services, including referrals to support services and financial counseling, with the goal of eventually 
transitioning the program to another nonprofit.  
The number of homeless veterans has declined from 2013-2014, due in part to the increased number of 
HUD/VASH vouchers available for housing.   Nonetheless, veterans experiences can result in physical and 
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mental health issues requiring medical attention.  In mid-2014, wait times at the Fayetteville Veterans 
Administration Hospital were the longest in the nation.  Since that time, a temporary Veterans Health clinic 
was opened on Breezewood Avenue to serve 3,600 patients annually, and new Fayetteville VA Healthcare 
Center will open this spring on Raeford Road.

Nonetheless, the expected workforce reductions at Fort Bragg, a major driver of the regionôs economy, will 
create short-, medium-, and long-term dislocations in the job market, both in terms of fewer opportunities 
and more competition for available positions. 
 
While the ñhard skillsò of the area workforce are adequate to the regionôs employersô needs, employers 
express more interest in soft skills ï teamwork and collaboration, dressing appropriately, arriving on time, 
and taking instruction.  Veterans possess many of these skills as well as leadership skills, which make 
them highly-sought after employees. 
 
In anticipation of the military drawdown and potential unemployed veterans, the local community college 
has partnered with a state and with a group of companies to create a certification program that can lead to 
employment with the companies.  Further, the North Carolina governor has called for a cabinet-level state 
Department of Military and Veterans Affairs to try to reduce those cuts and support the associated military 
and civilian communities.

Besides the military installations at Fort Bragg that currently employs 8,757 civilians, the 2007-2011 major 
employment sectors by number of jobs are Manufacturing (6,271), Transportation and Warehousing 
(2,839), Retail Trade (2,592), Arts/Entertainment/Accommodations (2,388), and Construction (2,225).    
Nonetheless, a fuller picture of the richness of the countyôs major employment sectors emerges in 
considering a more recent picture.  While the 2007-11 data suggests a 10.11% unemployment rate, by 
December 2014, the countyôs unemployment rate had fallen to 6.1%.    
 
In addition to the rebounding economy, part of the decline in unemployment can be attributed to the recent 
establishment of several businesses employing several hundred people.  As the population ages, the 
hospital/medical services sector continues to grow.  Over the last four years, four call centers offering over 
2,000 jobs have located in the county, including one with Blue Cross Blue Shield of North Carolina.  A 
February, 2015 search showed 153 listings for call center jobs in the Fayetteville area.  In late February, 
2015, Butterball announced that it will be hiring 367 people in Raeford, NC, just across the county line.

Discussions with Workforce Development experts suggest that employers continue to seek employees with 
technical skills.  To complement technical skills, employers are more interested in ñsoft skillsò ï employees 
dressing appropriately, arriving on time, working in teams, and taking instruction.   
 
Businesses also report to the Workforce Development team that employers have needs for very specific 
higher technical skills, such as for welders or machinists.   
 
Some challenges lie in finding paths for people released from prison to find employment.  One of the 
agencies interviewed, for example, has had a plumber job paying $16/hour available for several months, 
but has had few applicants, and unfortunately, those applicants were disqualified for DUI or criminal 
histories.  The office employs a former offender who supports other former offenders in finding work. 
 
 
Describe any major changes that may have an economic impact, such as planned local or regional 
public or private sector investments or initiatives that  have affected or may affect job and business 
growth opportunities during the planning period. Describe any needs for workforce development, 
business support or infrastructure these changes may create.  
 
The potential downsizing of Fort Bragg may cost the area hundreds if not thousands of military and civilian 
jobs.  NC Governor Pat McCrory announced the creation of the state's first Department of Military and 
Veterans Affairs, to help minimize those defense budget cuts affecting Fort Bragg and other military 
installations and the communities surrounding them.  
 
Methodist University has doubled its enrollment since 1990 and in 2013 announced a new $35 million 
capital campaign to build several new facilities on campus. 
 
The City and County may consider developing a partnership with other community partners, including 
businesses, to develop 300 jobs in the next three years for qualified, trained, low-income people.  The 
Hometown Hires program in Wilmington, North Carolina, has identified, trained, and mentored potential job 
candidates, while business partners have developed 93 jobs for low-income individuals.  A Massachusetts 
based company, Vertex Rail, will be bringing 1300 jobs to Wilmington and plans to hire 10% of its 
workforce through Hometown Hires.[1] 
 
 
How do the skills and education of the current workforce correspond to employment opportunities 
in the jurisdiction?  
 
The countyôs high school graduation rates are similar to those of the state as a whole (81.7% in 
Cumberland County vs. 82.5% for state).   Nonetheless, it is projected that 2/3 of all new jobs in 2020 will 
require training or education beyond high school, leading to a national shortage of 5 million workers 
(Georgetown Center on Education and the Workforce.)  This development presents an opportunity to 
further train the Countyôs residents. 
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It appears that the regionôs educational levels are well-matched to the jobs available within the county, as 
the leading sources of jobs, in the Manufacturing, Transportation and Warehousing, Construction, and 
Wholesale Trade, offer more opportunities for work without college degrees. 
 
The presence of the large military and retired military population offers opportunities for utilization of the 
unique set of leadership, technical skills, and soft skills obtained within the military. 
 
The levels of educational attainment within the county are lower than those in the City of Fayetteville.  The 
greatest share of the current county workforce (31.6%) has a High School degree or GED 
equivalent/alternative.  The next largest share of the workforce has some college, but no degree (27.4%).  
Seventeen percent have a bachelors degree or graduate degree, 9.5% have an associates degree, and 
14.5% have less than a high school degree. 
 
Reviewing educational attainment by age, residents 65+ appear to have the highest share of population 
without a high school diploma (28.2%).  This represents a significantly lower share than that of 35-44 year 
olds (8%) or 45-65 year olds (11.5%).  Younger cohorts have more education than the 65+ cohort, with the 
25-34, 35-44, and 45-65 cohorts having between 11.6% and 20.8% more of their populations having an 
associates, bachelors, or graduate degree.  
 
Forty four percent of all graduate degrees are held by people 45-65, with nearly 30% of 35-44 year olds 
and 13% of 25-34 year olds having graduate degrees.  While the 18-24 cohort is too young to determine 
ultimate educational attainment, and many may be finishing their senior year of high school, the fact that 
69.2% have at least a high school degree is a positive sign. 
 
 
Describe any current workforce training initiatives, including those supported by Workforce 
Investment Boards, community colleges and other organizations. Describe how these effo rts will 
support the jurisdiction's Consolidated Plan.  
 
In anticipation of a potential reduction of military personnel at Fort Bragg, NC Governor Pat McCrory has 
launched several initiatives in partnership with the stateôs colleges and community colleges, including 
Fayetteville Technical Community college.   In February, Governor McCrory announced an economic 
development initiative targeted to support veterans in the area, the new Fayetteville Technical Community 
College's Collision Repair and Refinishing Technology Center, which will offer 19 certifications to veterans 
and other students.  The FTCC program was developed at the request of and with the collaboration of PPG 
Industries, Enterprise Rent-A-Car, GEICO Insurance, Van Tuyl Automotive Group, Allstate Insurance, and 
Gerber Collision and Glass. 
 
In 2014, the Governor announced a program to offer in-state tuition to recently-separated veterans at the 
stateôs public universities.  By doing so, the program may keep the leadership, technical, and soft skills 
those veterans possess in the region.  The Cumberland Workforce Development office also employs a 
veterans specialist to assist vets with barriers to employment. 
 
The Office of Workforce Development also offers a program utilizing Workforce Investment Act Funds to 
pay employers 90% of a new employeeôs salary for six months while the employer provides on the job 
training.  The program currently supports 20 employees, and boasts a 90% successful hiring rate after the 
six months.  The office would like to grow the program, but sees reluctance on the part of employers to 
engage with ñgovernment red tape.ò 
 
The Office of Workforce Development and the Workforce Investment Board are actively involved in 
meeting with local businesses and identifying their employment and skill needs.  They also seek to prepare 
workers for those in-demand skills that may bring potential employers to Cumberland County. 
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Additionally, the Office works with the Cumberland County Schools to provide Career and Technical 
Education to train students for technical careers as well as prevent students dropping out of school.  
Various school academies offer instruction in Health and Sciences, Public Safety and Security, etc.  Within 
these work-based programs, students can shadow professionals, obtain internships, and summer 
employment.  In one initiative, students in tech classes helped to refurbish over 500 computers with the 
countyôs IT department. 
 
The public-private efforts described above support the Consolidated Plan by preparing the local workforce 
for the needs of local businesses, thus ensuring more opportunities for employment from existing 
businesses and those considering locating in the area.  By increasing the skill set of the local workforce, 
these programs can help increase family incomes and bring housing costs within reach.  These efforts can 
also act as a model for developing additional public-private partnerships within the housing sector.

Discussion  
 
As table 42 suggests, 69% of workers commute less than 30 minutes to work, and 27% travel 30-59 
minutes.  Workers relying on public transportation often report longer commutes, particularly if:  they  live in 
rural areas with very limited service and/or have to find a way to reach those bus lines; they have to make 
connections; or they work hours not served by the transit system.  FAST has increased bus lines, replaced 
nearly all of its fleet, and expanded its service, to include night and weekend hours.   
 
Opportunity exists to expand service still further in terms of service area and hours.  Additionally, working 
families would also benefit from child care assistance, rather than relying on less stable informal 
arrangements.  Finally, systemic issues related to poverty complicate the ability to appropriately serve this 
population.  A livable minimum wage with work arrangements that allow for child care would make families 
more stable and housing more affordable.

f. Godwin residents have little knowledge regarding funds available to homeowners for repairs 
g. Hope Mills has not had any affordable housing complex projects in the last five years 

 
 
Are there any areas in the jurisdiction where racial or ethnic minorities or low -income families are

The downtown Spring Lake area near Chapel Hill Road have a high concentration of minority residents.   
Utilizing the HUD definition of a Minority Neighborhood  (In the case of a metropolitan area, the 
neighborhood's total percentage of minority persons exceeds 50 percent of its population).  Table 1 shows 
those Cumberland County tracts meeting the HUD definition of a minority neighborhood, along with 
information regarding median incomes.    
 
Please note: with the 2010 redrawing of Census districts and the subsequent annexation of portions of 
Cumberland County, several of the districts cited in the next two charts fall within both the City and the 
Countyôs jurisdiction.   
 
Table 2 shows those Census Tracts with a high percentage of low income population and a high share of 
minority population. 
 
Low income families within Cumberland County are located in the following Census Tracts, with the 
percentage of low-income families.   
 
 
What are the characteristics of the market in these areas/neighborhoods?  
 
Over the last 15 years, Spring Lake has grown in population and in community amenities, including a 
satellite college, new developments, and an IHOP that the Countyôs Community Development Department 
helped to bring to the area.   Water and sewer projects have taken place along Manchester Road and 
along Chapel Hill Road. 
 
The townôs housing stock has gotten better; Cumberland County Community Development worked with 
Kingdom Development Corporation to begin development of the Balsawood community off Chapel Hill 
Road, which includes 28 one- and two-story homes and single townhouses developed in phases.  An 
opportunity still exists to improve properties, particularly rental properties in lower-income neighborhoods.  
Because of its location next to Ft. Bragg, Spring Lake sees many people affiliated with the military pass 
through the town.  Spring Lake is a community that has the potential to be developed further. 
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Many of the countyôs towns, including Goldwin, Falcon, and Wade, are located close to 1-95, which could 
help them to grow.  Stedman and Linden are quite rural and not as closely located to major highways, 
limiting their potential. 
 
 
Are there any community assets in these areas/neighborhoods?  
 
The Spring Lake area has a lot of potential to grow in the manner of how Hope Mills has grown over the 
last 10 years.  Spring Lake is close to Fort Bragg, as well as Highways 87, 401, and 210, making it a great 
location.  A lot of development has sprung up in the area around Spring Lake, bringing Wal-Marts and 
restaurants to the area.   
 
Hope Mills has grown significantly over the last 10 years.  With easy access to I-95, it offers a great 
location.  The town not had any affordable multifamily development over the last five years, but in the past 
the county and United Developers developed affordable senior citizen and multifamily housing.  The town 
is known for its outdoor recreational activities, such as Fantasy Lake, and its retail/shopping and 
restaurants.   
 
Are there other strategic  opportunities in any of these areas?  
 
Due to sequestration and the loss of population stemming from the annexation of part of the county by the 
City of Fayetteville, Cumberland County has seen its HOME fund allocation decline from approximately $1 
million to under $300,000 over the last several years.  While the location of Godwin, Falcon, and Wade 
along I-95 suggests some strategic opportunities, the most significant strategic opportunity lies in Spring 
Lake.  Within Spring Lake, the town has the potential to grow as Hope Mills has grown if a significant 
enough concentration of affordable housing projects and funding can be obtained.   
 
When traffic is rerouted and Bragg Boulevard is cut off, a greater share of the traffic to Ft. Bragg will pass 
through Spring Lake.  With a great location, significant development in the region, and some encouraging 
retail activity, the town can become a popular destination for people and businesses.

As indicated in the housing needs assessment, the most common housing problems experienced by 
households in Cumberland County consists of substandard housing unit, households that are overcrowded, 
housing cost burden greater than 50% of income as well as housing cost burden greater than 30% of 
income.  In addition, the needs assessment has also identified the need for more affordable rental housing 
options due to families in households experiencing cost burdens.  Families who are at imminent risk of 
facing homelessness include those who are recently unemployed or underemployed.

Introduction  
 
CCCD continues to partner with the Fayetteville Metropolitan Housing Authority (FMHA) to ensure 
affordable permanent housing is available for low and moderate income persons.   The community is 
fortunate to have a high-performing authority that continues to seek additional funding resources to expand 
its housing stock.  FMHA has over 1,000 units.    Unfortunately, the Cumberland County area is still lacking 
affordable rental housing for low and moderate income persons.  There is still a great need for more 
affordable housing units for the target population which is evident with the high number of families included 
on the wait list for public housing. 
 
 
Actions planned during the next year to address the needs to public housing  
 
According to the needs assessment, FMHA public housing has currently 600 families, including over 300 
individuals, mostly elderly, seeking one-bedroom apartments.   In addition to housing needs, the needs 
assessment has also identified the need for employment opportunities; financial literacy; and additional 
transportation options to the low and extremely low-income families eligible for public housing.  CCCD has 
developed goals to address these needs by partnering with agencies to provide transporation services 
and expanding job training opportunities. 
 
 
Actions to encourage public housing residents to become more involved in management and 
participate in homeownership  
 
CCCD will continue to partner with agencies like FMHA to implement activities that will promote self 
sufficiency and economic independence.  In addition, more efforts will be put forth in developing strategic 
partnerships in order to educate tenants on the process of purchasing a home to prepare them for future 
homeownership.

Introduction  
 
CCCD has identified homelessness as a high priority need and plan to use funds to leverage resources in 
the community to address the needs of homeless persons and those at-risk of becoming homeless.  
Describe the jurisdictions one-year goals and actions for reducing and ending homelessness including 
Reaching out to homeless persons (especially unsheltered persons) and assessing their individual needs 
In the CoC Analysis and Homeless Assessment completed in November 2014, the report identified the 
need for a day resource center to serve as a centralized, one-stop center to provide emergency services; 
case management; and access and referral to housing for homeless persons.  CCCD, in partnership with 
the CoC, has begun searching and planning for a day resource center to serve homeless persons in 
Cumberland County.   
 
 
Addressing the emergency shelter and transitional housing needs of homeless persons  
 
CCCD currently serves as lead agency (as recommended by the CoC) to administer the Emergency 
Solutions Grant (ESG) and the Continuum of Care (CoC) Program Grant.  Through the ESG program, 
CCCD partners with local agencies to provide housing and services that provides rapid re-housing, 
homeless prevention, and shelter for those homeless or at-risk.  Through the CoC Program, CCCD 
partners with local agencies to implement a transitional housing program for homeless families and a 
permanent supportive housing program for homeless individuals who have substance abuse disorders.  
 
 
Helping homeless persons (especially chronically homeless individuals and families, families with 
children, veterans and their families, and unaccompanied youth) make the transition to permanent 
housing and ind ependent living, including shortening the period of time that individuals and 
families experience homelessness, facilitating access for homeless individuals and families to 
affordable housing units, and preventing individuals and families who were recently  homeless from 
becoming homeless again  
 
The 2015 Point-in-Time Homeless Count indicates that out of the total number (593) of homeless persons 
reported, at least 22% (131) were identified as chronically homeless.  CCCD has made homelessness a 
priority need based on the CoC Analysis and Homeless Assessment completed in November 2014 and the 
Needs Assessment identified in the 2015-2020 Consolidated Plan.  Part of the reason for this high 
percentage is due to lack of permanent supportive housing available for the target population.  Most of 
these individuals and families need extensive case management, continued mental health services, and 
affordable housing options to obtain and maintain self-sufficiency.  CCCD will partner with agencies to 
provide the assistance necessary to address these needs.  CCCD plans to use public services funds to 
help leverage resources in the community.  
 
 
Helping low -income individuals and families avoid becoming homeless, especially extremely low -
income individuals and families and  those who are: being discharged from publicly funded 
institutions and systems of care (such as health care facilities, mental health facilities, foster care 
and other youth facilities, and corrections programs and institutions); or, receiving assistance f rom 
public or private agencies that address housing, health, social services, employment, education, or 
youth needs  
 
CCCD will continue to partner with the local Continuum of Care on Homelessness to develop and improve 
discharge strategies that will meet these needs.  In addition, CCCD has shown its support to the Alliance 
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Behavioral Healthcare in implementing a program that will provide case management and referral services 
for those exiting out of correctional facilities.

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AP-75 BARRIERS TO AFFORDABLE HOU SING ï 91.220(J) 

 
Introduction  
 
The Needs Assessment has identified various barriers in terms of housing needs, housing suppy, housing 
costs, and affordable housing needs.  The 2015 Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing report identified 
high housing costs due to inflated rental and sales (that are usually targeted to military personnel); 
unavailability of public housing units due to long wait lists; deficiency in lending availability that prevents 
potential buyers from obtaining homeownership; and lack of development of new subsidized housing due 
to high cos of building compared to return on investment.   
 
 
Actions it planned to remove or ameliorate the negative effects of public policies that serve as 
barriers to affordable housing such as land use controls, tax policies affecting land, zoning 
ordinances, building codes, fees and charges, growth limitations, and policies affecting the return 
on residential investment  
 
CCCD will put forth the following efforts to foster and maintain affordable housing and remove barriers to 
affordable housing: 
 

a. Continue to partner with eligible organizations designated as Community Housing Development 
Organizations (CHDOs) and other agencies to increase the production and supply of affordable 
housing to include subsidized new housing. 

b. Continue to offer affordable mortgage products that will assist potential homebuyers in obtaining 
homeownership. 

c. Acquire vacant lots or substandard units for demolition in order to eliminate blighting conditions in 
neighborhoods as well as provide additional affordable housing to include new construction of 
housing for low and moderate income homebuyers or renters. 

d. Continue to offer low interest loans to investor-owners for rehabilitation of rental property to be 
rented to a low and moderate income household. 

e. Acquire and renovate substandard single family units that will be sold to potential homebuyers with 
household income at or below 80% of the area median income. 

f. Partner with local lenders and the U.S. Department of Agriculture Rural Development to maximize 
the use of entitlement funds to better assist a potential homebuyer. 

g. Encourage developers to build more affordable housing units targeted to househoulds with incomes 
at or below 30% of the area median income.

Introduction  
 
CCCD will continue to engage in various activities during the 2015 Program year to address housing, 
homelessness, and non-housing community development needs in order to further its goals. 
 
 
Actions planned to address obstacles to meeting underserved needs  
 
The main obstacles that stand in the way of meeting underserved needs is the lack of funding resources 
available to develop affordable housing units targeted to low and moderate income persons.  In addition, 
the lack of coordination of services in the community leads to consumers seeking services frustrated after 
going through a long resource list to access these services. 
 
 
Actions planned to foster and maintain affordable housing  
 
Since affordable housing is the number one priority in Cumberland County, CCCD plans to encourage 
developers seeking funding through CCCD, to set aside a certain percentage of developed units for 
households with incomes at or below 30% of the area median income.  CCCD will try to implement new 
strategies and initiatives that will encourage developers to partner with CCCD.  In addition, CCCD will 
consider implementing a Tenant Based Rental Assistance Program to leverage other resources available 
through programs such as ESG and CoC. 
 
 
Actions planned to reduce le ad-based paint hazards  
 
CCCD housing rehabilitation staff will continue to receive training in order to implment lead-based paint 
safe work practices and interim controls.  CCCD will undertake the following strategies to educate and 
abate lead-based paint hazards: 
 

a. Develop and run periodic public service announcements to make households with children under 
seven aware that they may qualify for funding to assist with lead-based paint abatement; 

b. Ensure that all households applying for funds from CCCDôs Housing Rehabilitation or Homebuyer 
Assistance Programs are given brochures on the hazards of lead-based paint; 

c. Ensure that all units repaired and/or acquired under the Homebuyer Assistance, Rental 
Rehabilitation, Homeowner Rehabilitation, and Purchase/Rehab/Resale are tested according to 
HUD standards; and 

d. Conduct workshops for new contractors so that they are trained to perform lead hazard control work 
as required by the Lead Safe Housing Rules. 

 
 
Actions planned to reduce the number of povert y-level families  
 
In order to reduce the number of residents who are living below the poverty line and aid in reducing 
the unemployment rate, CCCD make efforts to leverage resources in order to increase affordable housing 
options; expand economic opportunities through job training; and improve access to certain services 
through better coordination of services and partnerships. 
 
 
Actions planned to develop institutional structure  
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CCCD is well equipped to coordinate and implement activities among public, private, and nonprofit 
agencies.   Although funding has continued to decrease over the years, CCCD will continue to explore new 
partnerships, strengthen existing partnerships, and streamline processes and procedures for more 
administrative efficiency and additional revenue sources.  This partnership will aid in producing and 
maintaining housing and a better social service delivery system, as well as, aid in furthering the economic 
development goals.  CCCD will encourage training and technical assistance for nonprofits to expand their 
capacity to take on projects and activities that will help in furthering CCCD's goals. 
 
Actions planned to enhance coordination between public and private housing and social service 
agencies  
 
CCCD participates in various workgroups that address different needs.  CCCD will address the goals to 
provide human services by providing funding through a Request for Proposal process to eligible agencies 
to improve the access of supportive services.  In addition, CCCD is an active member of the Cumberland 
County Continuum of Care (CoC) on Homelessness.  The CoC has begun implementing a community-
wide, coordinated entry process that allows homeless persons to access housing and services through a 
"No Wrong Door" approach.  The CoC is constantly finding ways to improve its process and hope to 
integrate this process into the Homeless Management Information System database currently used by 
participating agencies.  This process will help in better tracking services and resources made available to 
clients and helps streamline the referral process.

In accordance with the applicable homeownership resale provisions outlined in 24 CFR part 92.254 
(a)(5)(i), Cumberland County shall enforce resale provisions where HOME funds are provided to 
developers and/or CHDOs in the form of development subsidy only and there is no direct subsidy given to 
the homebuyer.  In addition, any direct HOME funds provided to a homebuyer in the form of a grant instead 
of a loan would trigger resale requirements.

During the period of affordability, a homebuyer will not be permitted to refinance the property without the 
approval of CCCD, nor will CCCD agree to a subordination of its lien interest unless it is deemed to be in 
the best interest of the borrower and only if the value of the collateral remains sufficient to secure the 
Countyôs debt will ensure that the housing will remain affordable to a reasonable range of low-income 
homebuyers whose incomes fall within the range of 60% to 80% of the area median income.  If a potential 
familyôs income falls below 60% of the area median income, they will not be precluded from purchasing a 
home sold under the resale provisions as long as the unit remains affordable as defined above.  Additional 
HOME funds may be provided to a new purchaser in the form of direct assistance through existing 
homebuyer assistance programs for down payment costs assistance and/or gap financing to enhance 
affordability.  Under no circumstances may the ñaffordableò sales price exceed 95% of the median 
purchase price for the area established by HOME regulations.
